GJG: Mr. Yarwood, before we go in to detail, we think our community has one very distinct question. How was it to train with the U.S. Open winner Mr. Michael Campbell and how did you witness the process of winning such an extremely difficult tournament?

Mr. Yarwood:

GJG: You have a great experience of teaching players at different ages and classes for the decades. Did golf change during this time and do you see any difference in working or training ethics?

Mr. Yarwood:

GJG: Technology has become an important factor in training players. At IJGA you have a full access to the latest technology. How important is technology, how can it assist a player, and where does a coach need to watch out when using technology?

Mr. Yarwood:

GJG: Golf courses are getting longer around the world and the driving distances of the current long drivers on tour are breathtaking. If you read the news, it seems like most of the players can hit it over 300 yds. Probably an important factor is that the physical evaluation and training program has become a daily routine of top players? How would you recommend a player to work on the driving max distance? Will you be working with specific tools or drills?

Mr. Yarwood:

GJG: If you are evaluating a player’s pre shot routine, how would you advise him to find his own?

Mr. Yarwood:

GJG: Many of your players call you a ‘short game wizard’? What is your methodology or approach to improve a player’s short game? Could you also explain the importance of the “leading edge” in chipping or short game in general?

Mr. Yarwood:

GJG: Golf is all about process. What is your evaluation process at IJGA?

Mr. Yarwood:

GJG: In our interview we have seen, that a successful golfer has to work on many aspects. What would a standard  training day or week will look like at IJGA?

Mr. Yarwood:

It was a pleasure to get some very interesting details from Coach Jonathan Yarwood. The GJG community is already looking forward to meet Mr. Yarwood in person at the first tournament of the GJG American tournament swing powered by IJGA, which will be held in Hilton Head from the 13th – 16th of December.
